e  Madu River Safari / visit Turtle hat¢hery / Gall Fort

e Madu Ganga is a minor watercourse which originates near Uragasmanhandiya in the
Galle Distric¢t of Sri Lanka, before widening into the Madu Ganga Lake at Balapitiya. The
river then flows for a further a 4.4 km before draining into the Indian Ocean. It is located

88 km south of Colombo and 35 km north of Galle.

e Galle is a city on the southwest coast of Sri Lanka. It's known for Galle Fort, the
fortified old city founded by Portuguese colonists in the 16th century. Stone sea walls,
expanded by the Dutch, encircle car-free streets with architecture reflecting Portuguese,
Dutc¢h and British rule. Notable buildings include the 18th-century Dut¢h Reformed

Church. Galle Lighthouse stands on the fort’s southeast tip.

e 'The Udawalawe Elephant Transfer Home is a facility within Udawalawe National
Park in Sri Lanka. The Elephant Transit was established in 1995 by the Sri Lanka
Department of Wildlife Conservation. Its primary objective is to rehabilitate

orphaned elephant calves for ultimate release back into the wild.

e 'The Nine Arch Bridge also called the Bridge in the Sky, is a viaduct bridge in Sri
Lanka and is one of the best examples of colonial-era railway construction in the
nation. It is located in Demodara, between Ella and Demodara railway stations. The
surrounding area has seen a steady increase of tourism due to the bridge's

architectural ingenuity and the profuse greenery in the nearby hillsides.

The Temple of the Sacred Tooth Relic, or Sri Dalada Maligawa,'is a Buddhist temple
in Kandy, Sri Lanka. It is located in the royal palace complex of the former Kingdom of
Kandy, which houses the relic of the tooth of the Buddha. Since ancient times, the relic has
played an important role in local politics because it is believed that whoever holds the relic
holds the governance of the country. The relic was historically held by Sinhalese kings. The
temple of the tooth is a World Heritage Site mainly due to the temple and the relic.

Dambulla is the largest and best-preserved cave temple complex in Sri Lanka. The rock
towers 160 m over the surrounding plains. There are more than 80 documented caves in
the surrounding area. Major attractions are spread over five caves, which contain statues
and paintings. These paintings and s$tatues are related to Gautama Buddha and his life.
There are a total of 153 Buddha statues, three statues of Sri Lankan kings and four statues
of gods and goddesses. The latter include Vishnu and the Ganesha. The murals cover an
area of 2,100 square metres (23,000 sq ft). Depictions on the walls of the caves include the
temptation by the demon Mara, and Buddha's first sermon.

Today the ancient city of Polonnaruwa remains
one of the best-planned archaeological relic cities in the country, standing testimony to
the discipline and greatness of the Kingdom's first rulers.

e Minneriya National Park is a national park in North Central Province of Sri Lanka. The

area was designated as a national park on 12 August 1997, having been originally

declared as a wildlife san¢tuary in 1938.

° Sigiriya Ro¢k Fortress

e Sidiriya is an ancient rock fortress located in the northern Matale District. t is a site
of historical and archaeologdical significance that is dominated by a massive column
of granite approximately 180 m (590 ft) high. Sidiriya consists of an ancient citadel
built by King Kashyapa during the 5th century. The Sigdiriya site contains the ruins

of an upper palace located on the flat top of the rock, a mid-level terrace that includes

the Lion Gate and the mirror wall with its frescoes, the lower palaces clings to the
slopes below the rocks. Sigiriya was designated a UNESCO World Heritage site in
1982.
